Maths tasks week beginning 13th July 2020
Count forwards and backwards within 100
Count within 100, forwards and backwards, starting with any number.

Teaching guidance
Counting to and across 100, forwards and backwards, is a skill that will need to be
practised regularly throughout year 1.
Counting provides a good opportunity to link number names to numerals, and to the
position of numbers in the linear number system. Practice should include:
· reciting number names, without the support of visual representations, to allow
pupils to focus on and develop fluency in the verbal patterns
· counting with the support of visual representations and gestural patterns, for
example pupils can point to numerals on a 100 square or number line.
· starting the counting sequence with numbers other than 1 or 100

Counting backwards from 20 down to 10 requires additional focused practice, due to the irregularity of these number names. By the end of year 1, pupils must be able to count forwards and backwards, within 100, without visual aids.
Task 1
The 1st task this week is to give your child a blank 100 square (draw it in their book if you don’t have a printer) and ask them to fill it in completely independently. (we have done this before in school). This will give you a good idea on their confidence in being able to read and write all numbers to 100. 
Below are some games that you can play on computers and tablets, but once your child has filled in their 100 square you can adapt some of these games and use the 100 square they have created.
