English- similarities and differences
Talk about the two Claude adventures we have read and look for similarities and differences between them. 
You can record your thoughts in a video or in a similarities and difference table. 
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[image: ]Maths tens and ones. Text book pages 80-83. 
Children use practical equipment to represent numbers to 50. They continue to build their understanding that ten ones can be grouped into one ten. They need to practice grouping equipment into tens themselves (straws, cubes, lolly sticks, 10 frames)3 tens and 5 ones = 35

Encourage children to represent the numbers using ten frames and counters. It is important that children are encouraged to write each number in numerals so that they see the link between the number of tens and ones in the representation and the two digits in the written number. 
Practice book pages 58-60. There are 2 worksheets available for anyone who needs a bit more reinforcement.
