Good Morning.  
Well done to everyone! We have managed a whole half term of remote learning and you have been amazing! Fingers crossed we will actually be able to see you all soon. 

Today, Friday 12th February is as follows:

English- comprehension 
Today we are going to do a little comprehension activity together. This lesson is about understanding so for those children who find the writing more challenging it is fine if grown-ups or older sibling to write the answers for them as long as it’s their ideas. I have put a few resources in the files to choose from depending on your child’s reading ability. You could also use the reading book they have at home and ask them simple questions to check their understanding- it is a good idea to include a question or two each time you read. 

Maths- solving word problems
Today we are going to tackle some word problems. The hardest part of these is understanding what calculation you need to do. Take time to read the question carefully. It can be helpful to underline key parts of the question. I would also recommend having some practical resources to support understanding. Cubes (or other small items for counting), number lines and 10s frames are all useful.
