Maths

Cut open a tomato (ask an adult to help you). Clean the seeds and see if you can set them in some soil and watch them grow. Draw a picture of the seeds and then draw the seedlings as the grow.
Suggestion for a further activity: Make a pattern with a pencil on a piece of paper and colour each section in a different colour. Remember to colour in short strokes, colour in one direction and avoid any gaps in your colouring.

We have been looking at sound buttoning lots of ‘real’ and ‘alien’ words using these sounds, such as queek, splain, screet, scratch, train, etc. We have been spotting the digraphs and trigraphs in lots of words to help with blending and reading new and unfamiliar words correctly.
