Spelling

· Choo Choo Words – write your whole list of spelling words end-to-end as one whole word.  Write each new word in a different colour.
· UPPER and lower – write your words once with all uppercase letters and one time with all lowercase letters.
· Rainbow Write – first, write the words in pencil.  Then trace over them in two different colours.
· Other Handed – first, write your words in the way you usually do.  Then, write the list using your other hand.
· Magazine Words – Use an old magazine or newspaper and find your words or letters that make up words.  Glue them down.
· Hidden Words – draw and colour a picture.  Hide your spelling words inside the picture.  See if someone can find your hidden words.
