•Place a container of marbles and cardboard tubes in a play tray layered with e.g. sand/fabric/cotton wool. Ask the children to take a handful of marbles and roll them down the tubes and into the tray. How many can you see in this group? Can you spot any groups of 6? When do you need to count?
