Maths learning

Counting – 


count up to and past 100, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number. Eg counting in 1s from 27.


Read and write numbers to 100 in numerals 


time -        


Use language relating to dates, including days of the week and months of the year


Tell the time to the hour and half past the hour


times tables – 


count in multiples of twos, fives and tens
