Mathematics Task 1 (20 min)
The activities listed below are key Mathematical areas that the children need to practise every week, they do not need to do them all every day, but pick one or two per day. These will be ongoing and you can complete them in any fun ways you can.
Key Mathematical areas;
Number - count in multiples of 6, 7, 9, 25 and 1000
Times tables recall multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12
Measures - Convert between different units of measure -  kilometre to metre; hour to minute]
Money - estimate costs, compare costs and calculate amounts in £ and p
Time - read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks  
             convert from hours to minutes; minutes to seconds; years to months; weeks to days.
Make sure you are practising your timestables as much as you can, make your own board game with timestable calculations.

In your design of your sun dial or weather station, write the measurements needed to create it.
Create a graph to record your data from your sun dial/ weather station experiment. Plot your data for the day or over the week and join them to create a line graph.

Choose a city in the United Kingdom or within Europe (maybe you could use one of the countries we have had a text from within our DIALLS lessons). Then, compare the temperatures of your chosen city to a city within another part of the world, perhaps choose a country where there will be minus temperatures. See if you can record the temperatures across the week using the weather forecasts and make a poster displaying the thermometer readings for each day, in each country. What were the differences in the readings on each day?

If you have a thermometer at home, you could take a reading in the morning and in the afternoon and see if you can spot any patterns within your data.
English Task 2 (20 min)

If possible, you could ask an adult to record you.
