Maths
Please can you practise the following skills on a daily basis. Choose only one or two to practise each day:
Number - count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100

Times tables - recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables

Measures - measure items in m/cm/mm      kg/g   ml/l

Money - add and subtract amounts of money to give change,

Time - tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including 12-hour and 24-hour clocks
 know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year
Task 1 - Create a rain gauge
MATERIALS:
· [image: The finished rain gauge in place]Milk bottle
· Scissors
· Decorative items
· Pipe cleaners or something similar
· rulers 
Instructions
1. Cut the milk bottle in half.
2. Using the bottom half of the bottle, pierce a hole near the top but not too close with a hole puncher. 
3. Put the pipe cleaner through the hole to create a hook. 
4. Your rain gauge is now ready; all you need to do now is decorate it
5. Once it has been decorated, use blue tac/tape to stick a ruler to it on the outside. 
EXPLANATION:
The rain gauge will collect the rain water and the ruler will help you measure how much rain has been collected.
You have now created a rain gauge  
Task 2
Once you have done this, collect the data/measurements of how much rain has fallen today and for the rest of the week. (Data collection should take no more than 5 minutes). Alternatively, if the weather is dry, complete the following questions linked to the pictogram. Answer half today and the other half as your task 5.

Task 3
Find out what time the sun comes up and the sun sets. Write down these times for a week. Are the times always the same?

Task 4 – Create a sun dial
If you haven’t already made one, create a sun dial.

· Paint a paper plate if you wish or leave it blank
· Draw a clock face with even intervals or print off a template if you can
· In the centre, pierce a hole so that you can stand you pencil upright (ask an adult for help)
· Now use it to tell the time. Can you tell the 12 and 24 hour time?

Remember to position the sundial with the ‘12’ pointing north to determine the current time



Task 5
Plot the rainfall for each day on a bar graph/chart. On which day did most rain fall? Find the difference between the most rain that fell and the least rain that fell. Alternatively, complete the other half of the pictogram questions (see task 2).

Task 1 – Make a wind sock
Materials needed

Bottles
Glue
Decorative objects
Ribbon
Stapler
Hole puncher
Pipe cleaners

Instructions
1. Use scissors to cut out the centre of a bottle.
2. Decorate the bottle
3. Staple the ribbons to bottom of the bottle
4. Hole punch two holes at the top of the bottle, one on one side and another directly opposite. 
5. Feed a pipe cleaner/ribbon through one hole and then through the other side to make a handle.
You have now created a wind sock
