Phonics

We will put 4 sounds a week to look at and then the 5th day can be a recap and choose your favourite activity. 


We will give you some ideas of games and activities to do for each sound but you can mix and match the games that you enjoy the most. The more fun and multi-sensory the activity the better!





Ou, Look out! Bears about!


‘ou’ can also be spelt ‘ow’ and ’ough’. 


Why not hide some bears outside and attach a ‘ou’ word to each. When you find a bear cry “Look out, bears about!” Then sound out and read the word. 


Words you could use:

ir ir, girl with a curl. 


If you look at ‘girl with a curl’ you will see ‘ir’ can also be spelt ‘ur’. Why not read some words out loud and and the children can write them down, trying both spellings and see which spelling look right.

Ay, ay, play all day. 


Play hopscotch with pieces of paper or chalk. Each hopscotch square can have a word written in it. When landing on the word children can sound out and say the word. 





Words you could use:

a-e a-e, caveman Dave. 


Remember how we learnt this sound before? ‘ai, ai, snail trail’.  Make a cave (you could use blankets over a table) hide a-e words in the cave and the children can find them using a torch. Once they have found them they could write a sentence with each word.

Make a Rainbow

What you need: Glass of water, sheet of white paper, sunlight. 


What to do: Fill the glass to the top with water. Put the glass of water on a table or windowsill so that it is half on the table and half off the table (make sure it doesn’t fall). Make sure the sun can shine through the glass of water. What do the children think is going to happen? Next place the sheet of paper next to the glass until you can see the rainbow. What can they see? Ask the children to draw what they can see and colour it in as carefully as they can.

Be a weather forecaster

On small pieces of paper, draw a picture of the sun and write sun underneath it. Do the same for rain, cloudy, windy, foggy, lightning, snow and whether it is going to be hot or cold.





Carefully cut them out, and using your cards pretend to be a weather forecaster from the television.





Tell your brothers or sister, parents or ring a relative or friend and tell them about today’s weather and what you think it will be like tomorrow.


























Watch the wind (Make a windsock)

You will need: a plastic bag, and empty container (i.e yoghurt pot, ice cream/ butter/marg tub), sticky tape, string or wool, 


What to do:


Cut the rim of the plastic pot (Ask an adult to do this)


Wrap the edge of the plastic bag around the rim and secure with tape.


Make a small hole in the bag by the rim.


Tie a piece of string/wool through the hole and attach to something outside or the window.


You can decorate the outside of the rim with wool or ribbon if you like. What does the bag do? 





Where does rain come from?

You will need: sealed plastic food bag (you can seal with tape), sticky tape, water, food colour optional, a permanent pen/sharpie. What to do: 


Draw the sun and a cloud on your bag


Pour a quarter of a cup of water (with a few drops of food colouring if using) into the bag.


Seal tightly and tape bag to a window that gets the sun.


What happens?


As the water warms up in the sunlight the water will evaporate into vapour. As vapour cools, it turns back into a liquid (condensation) like a cloud. When the water condenses enough, it gets too heavy for the air to hold and the water falls back down like rain (precipitation).
