Maths
Task 1 (45min a day)
Choose an area of maths from the list below, you only need to choose one area a day, you do not need to do all of them every day. Use this time at home to practise some real life math skills. By practising these skills, other areas of maths will become easier for you as well.
Numbers - read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 1 000 000. 
You could read some different numbers that you find in books, newspapers. Write the numbers using numerals and words. 
Measures - convert between different units of metric measure - kilometre and metre; centimetre and metre; centimetre and millimetre; gram and kilogram; litre and millilitre
Could you measure your garden, Bedroom, kitchen? What if you wanted to plant a new flower bed or build a den in your bedroom, how much space would it take up? How long would it be? If you go out for a daily walk, how far do you walk in metres? Kilometres? 
Could you help in the kitchen to bake or cook dinner? Measure your ingredients carefully.
Times tables - Know multiplication and division facts up to 12 x 12
Money - estimate costs, add and calculate change in £ and p.
Can you calculate the cost of the weekly shop? What about change if you didn’t have the exact amount?
Time - tell the time using analogue, digital, 12 and 24 hour clocks. 
Read the clock at different times of the day. What time do you wake up, have lunch, dinner, bedtime? Can you give those times using analogue, digital, 12 and 24 hour clocks.
             Read and interpret a variety of time tables including, bus, train and tv guides. What time do your favourite programs start? How long do they last? Could you take a train from St Neots to London? How long is the journey? What time are the trains? etc

· highlight in a different colour the words and phrases that indicate sadness.
Extract 1
VE day came after I had been working in Bath for just over a year. With some friends from the office, including the boss and his wife, we all rushed down to the centre of Bath and found a nice pub where we had a celebratory meal and lots of drinks.
Later in the evening we joined the crowds dancing around Bath Abbey until the small hours. Someone suggested going to London to celebrate there, so we caught the early morning train with a two hour journey to Paddington and somehow — tube, taxi, walking, I cannot remember — we made our way to St Paul's — the symbol of Britain surviving the Blitz. Hundreds of people were walking around.

Knowing that I wanted to work in Fleet Street after the war, we then went straight there, looking at all the great newspaper buildings and ending up at the famous journalists' pub The Cheshire Cheese. Carried along by euphoria, we walked all the way to Park Lane, talking to strangers all the way. A distant relative with a flat near the Dorchester Hotel took us in for a cup of tea and a wash. We arrived back in Bath in the early hours of the morning.

We had to be back in the office by 8.30am. 'Back to work,' said the boss, 'our war isn't over yet.’

Extract 2

We were getting more and more and more excited. The war in Europe was nearly over. The 3rd September 1939 had been the day before I was due to start school - now I was almost leaving junior school, and certainly old enough to read the papers, listen to the news broadcasts and know what was going on.
So much had happened in those six years. The victory celebrations in Trowbridge had already been planned. Posters were going up in shop windows amid red white and blue rosettes. Only the date of VE Day had been left out. As we left school on Monday 7 May the teachers told us that if there was an announcement during the evening that Germany had surrendered there would be a holiday for the next two days. The announcement came - and no way were we going to school!

A procession had been arranged for the late evening, led of course by the Trowbridge British Legion Boys Band. Behind the band came Sammy Paradise and his horse and cart - and there, strung up in Guy Fawkes fashion, were effigies of Hitler and Mussolini en route to a large bonfire that had been built in the lower part of the Park. You can guess the rest. Back home coloured lights had been placed in the trees at the top of Union Street. There all the folk, joined by us children, danced the night away. (This area is now a mini-roundabout but I still think of this when I am driving through the rush hour traffic.)

Street parties had been hastily arranged. Ours was a few days later in the schoolroom of Zion Chapel, which had been used as a storage depot. I don't think it had been officially released by the Government but was reoccupied by the street elders just for the occasion! We marched down from the top of the road with mugs and plates - rather like the soldiers had done a few years earlier. In fact we had to march up the side passage of our own house feeling very important.

There were of course also Church celebrations. At our Sunday School we had been practising a special hymn for several weeks. We also practised for a special service - attended by all the Sunday Schools - which was held the following Sunday in the park on the lawn, where sports events had been held.
