Maths
Task 1 
Captain Tom Moore has raised a fantastic amount of money for the NHS in the past few weeks. His aim was to walk 100 laps around his garden. 
If he decided to complete this challenge in 2 stages, how many laps could he complete each time? (number bonds to 100)
What different combinations can you think of? How many are there? 
Eg. 60+40               28+72

Task 2 (20 min a day)
The following activities are ongoing tasks and should be practised every week at times that would suit you best. You do not need to do them all every day, put to pick one or two per day.
Number - count in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forwards and backwards
Know number bonds to 20
Times tables - recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables
Time - tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour (on an analogue clock)
Know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.
Money - Recognise different monetary coins, find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money
Measure - measure items in cm/m, kg/g, l/ml
