“Oi, get off out train” and “oy, joy of a toy.”





In the story the toys play hide and seek. Pretending to be a cat (Bunting), children to find the hidden oy words. Sort the toys into two groups for real (annoy, soy, Troy, enjoy) and Beegu (sroy, choy, koy, eatoy) words. 





Play hide and seek, hiding oi and oy spellings amongst toys. Children to find and organise the words into columns underlining the focused digraphs. Children could then write the words into sentences.	





“are, We’re not scared of the bear” (we used We’re going on a bear hunt for this digraph)


“Air, fair hair”    “are, scared” (biting fingernails)





Give the children a sentence with one of the /air/ words missing. Children need to decide which spelling goes in each of the sentences. “I have fair hair.” “I’m not afraid of the bear.” “I’m scared of hares.” They could use chalk to write their answers onto the floor, or write the word in a plate of sand or shaving foam.
