Task 3 – adding together to find a part
Use the part whole model to add together 2 numbers. 
[image: ][image: ]To do this we had a part whole model and some glass beads so we could physically put the beads inn the correct part (or whole). Then I drew some part whole models in Jemimas book and filled them out with 1 missing number, sometimes a part sometimes the whole. Jemima used the glass beads on the part whole model to work out what the missing number was and then write the calculation underneath. She wrote it in two ways 2 + 2 = 4 and 4 = 2 + 2. This is important because it often confuses them when it starts with the whole.
