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Flashcards – these can be used in lots of different ways:

· stick them on a prominent place (the fridge, the back of their cereal packet, etc.), so your child has a visible reminder while they're learning them.
· Put one on every step on your stairs or each door in your house so they must read the word each time the open the door or stand on the step. 

· Memory games – place flashcards downwards for a game of pairs.
· Choose three or four of the words and help your child make a silly sentence containing as many of them as possible.
· Hide and seek with them inside or out. 

· How quickly can you find them all, they must be returned to someone and read out loud. 
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Why not have a race, if you have a sibling they will also have spellings, topic words or sentence openers they can use (or letter of their name/colours if they are younger) . You could hide them and see who can find them all first (you must read the word out loud).
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Play hopscotch with the words.

Make a tricky word sensory bag.
You can easily find word searches and work sheets online if they are easier for your children to do while you are working.  
Make sure your child sees you reading. You are their best role model so show them you enjoy reading and make sure books in the house are easily available, not tidied away.

Children jog around. Someone shouts instructions to interrupt the jogging. Here are a list of the different instructions and the actions/words all children must respond with: runner bean (run quickly on the spot), baked bean (curl up in a ball), broad bean (spread out on the ground as wide as you can), French bean (children say ‘Ooo la la’), jumping bean (children jump on the spot), tinned beans (if there a few in your family squeeze together), beanstalk (children have to make one long wavy beanstalk by laying in the ground) – a good one to end with. You could think up some more of your own ideas.
