Over the next week, we are developing a way to deliver some phonics and maths lessons by videoing your teacher for you to watch at home. This is a suggestion of how much learning to do over a day with a reception child. Aim for a maximum of 2 hours focused learning interspersed with play based learning and physical activity.  Of course what is important is that you do what works best with your family. The work listed below is more than enough for 5 days of learning so choose the tasks that you would prefer to do.

	Maths activity – Doubling. Also number bonds to 10 and learn its 1+1, 2+2, 3+3, 4+4, 5+5, 3+2 and 1+2

	Fine Motor control activity- like lego, puzzle, drawing, writing, cutting.

	Snack time- can you help prepare it?

	am 2 x 20 min
	Reading/ Sharing a story/ Phonics online game- see ideas below
Focus on tricky words.

	Complete your journal for the day- draw and or write



Maths
Doubling- 
· Play games like dominoes, snap or dice games where you double the number thrown to make the total. 
· Aiming games using pebbles and chalk drawn target with digits 0-6 on a dart board style target. Double the totals and create a score board. 
· Painting of dots/ shapes onto one half of a piece of paper- fold it in half to print a duplicate image on opposite side of paper. Write the calculation to match the image eg. 3 + 3 = 6. [image: ]
· Make a doubling machine from a cardboard box. Put in numbers one side of the machine and out the other side comes the number doubled with your child solving the calculation. [image: ]

Phonics- Concentrate first on Phase 2 and 3 – these are for both reading and writing. Extension- Phase 4 – this is reading only, we do not expect them to be able to write these words yet. Don’t worry about Phase 5 for now.

· Hide and seek, either you or your child writes some tricky words down to hide around your home for your child to find and read.

· Tricky word detective- search through story books for the tricky words and read them within the context of the sentences.
· Tricky word noughts and crosses. Write some of the words your child finds harder on a noughts and crosses grid. Take it in turns to read a word and say it in a sentence to place your nought or cross.
· If you have Pop Up Pirates or Hungry Hippos- write some tricky words on the daggers or marbles- have to read them as you use/ collect.

Idea 1
