Phonics

We have covered all the sounds now but there are often alternative spellings or pronunciations for each.

However, there are some alternative spellings that also make the ‘sh’ sound. Here are some activities you could do with the children over several days. 
· Copy the words using white wax crayons, then a partner can use water colour paints to reveal them. 
· Phase 5: Phoneme spotter for /sh/ sounds. When they find a sh word, write it down using water colour paints. 
· Phase 5 Organise word cards onto the four spies from the story, include words with alternative /sh/ graphemes - cial (special), tion (station), s (sure) and ch (Charlotte).
 

Spy 1: special, offi cial, social, artifi cial, facial. 

Spy 2: station, caption, mention, position. 

Spy 3: sure, sugar, passion, session, mission. 

Spy 4: chef, Charlotte, Charlene, Michelle. 
· Phase 5 (Extension): Explore /sh/ sound further by investigating words with the suffi x –tion; celebration, attention. Write sentences referring to the story and incorporating -tion words. Encourage the children to write the caption or to write their own.
