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English

We will be starting our new power of reading book. There are 2 pre-recorded lessons. 

Resources needed for lesson 1: 

· Picture of front end paper to the book (copy on the next page just pause video).

· Pencil

· Access to the internet for research, websites are in the English resources document.

Share the front endpapers with the children and allow them time to look deeply at the illustration and respond to what they can see. Have a large scale copy of the illustration which you can annotate with the children’s initial ideas and observations, this may be in the form of words, phrases, statements or questions.

Now, encourage them to reflect on the image more deeply through questioning: 

o Where is this place? 

o What is it like? How do you know?

 o Would you like to be there? Why or why not? 

o Have you ever been somewhere like this? Where was it? What was it like?

 o How might it feel to be here?

What do you think the robin might be thinking about this place?

To increase the children’s independence in writing it is a good idea to get them to choose one word from each video and write it in a sentence. Encourage them to do this independently and if they do ask for support for spellings direct them to the sound mats we sent home.

Create opportunities for them to go out and explore the local area, mapping where green spaces are, and issues that are problems to the local environment such as littering, fly tipping, heavy traffic.
