Year 1 week beginning 15th June 2020

Maths

We will be looking back at addition and subtraction and really trying to be experts in this. There are 2 pre-recorded lessons to support your learning. 

Resources needed for lesson 1:

For these activities use these as examples then you can create lots of similar calculations for the children to solve. 

To solve the calculations, the children could use a number line or real life objects to add together, however they should be looking for the links and using their fact family knowledge to solve the subsequent calculations.
You can draw something similar (to below) in the children’s books. 
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Once they are confident with the fact families challenge the children by giving them incomplete part whole models or giving them part of a calculation so they can work out the part whole model themselves.
Resources needed for lesson 2:
· book and pencil
· optional: part whole model and counters

Write a pair of numbers in the boxes to add to 12.

Add another pair, and another and another.

Can you find all possibilities? Convince me!

You could extend this by repeating it again with another number. 

Children could use a part whole model to support this. If its nice outside why not make a part whole model in the garden and use twigs, stones, leaves or daisies as the counters. But get them to record what they have found out in their books.
