Introduction
Some vocabulary you will need to understand:

Equal – Exactly the same amount or value
Parts – an amount or section which, when combined with others, makes up the whole of something
Whole – All of something
Unit fraction – A fraction where the top number (the "numerator") is 1
Equation – An equation says that two things are equal.
Integer – A number with no fractional part (no decimals).
Non-unit fractions – A non-unit fraction is a fraction where the numerator is not 1
Numerator – The top number in a fraction.
Denominator – The bottom number in a fraction.
Represent – To show in different ways
Share – Splitting into equal parts or groups.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Group – To put into categories
Mixed number – A whole number and a fraction combined into one "mixed" number.
Whole number – Any of the numbers 0, 1, 2, 3, ... etc.

There is no fractional or decimal part. And no negatives.

Divide – To split into equal parts or groups. It is "fair sharing"
Set of objects – A collection of "things" (objects or numbers, etc).
Multiply – The basic idea of multiplying is repeated addition.
Tenth – One part in ten equal parts
Interval - What is between two values or points [image: ]
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
