Maths
Task 1 (45min a day)
Choose an area of maths from the list below, you only need to choose one area a day, you do not need to do all of them every day. Use this time at home to practise some real life math skills. By practising these skills, other areas of maths will become easier for you as well.
Numbers - read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 1 000 000. 
You could read some different numbers that you find in books, newspapers. Write the numbers using numerals and words. 
Measures - convert between different units of metric measure - kilometre and metre; centimetre and metre; centimetre and millimetre; gram and kilogram; litre and millilitre
Could you measure your garden, Bedroom, kitchen? What if you wanted to plant a new flower bed or build a den in your bedroom, how much space would it take up? How long would it be? If you go out for a daily walk, how far do you walk in metres? Kilometres? 
Could you help in the kitchen to bake or cook dinner? Measure your ingredients carefully.
Times tables - Know multiplication and division facts up to 12 x 12
Money - estimate costs, add and calculate change in £ and p.
Can you calculate the cost of the weekly shop? What about change if you didn’t have the exact amount?
Time - tell the time using analogue, digital, 12 and 24 hour clocks. 
Read the clock at different times of the day. What time do you wake up, have lunch, dinner, bedtime? Can you give those times using analogue, digital, 12 and 24 hour clocks.
             Read and interpret a variety of time tables including, bus, train and tv guides. What time do your favourite programs start? How long do they last? Could you take a train from St Neots to London? How long is the journey? What time are the trains? etc

Science
In your recycling, look for a clear water bottle with a lid. 

Now add some water to the bottle. 

Then go into your garden and add some soil to it, maybe some sand if you have it. You could also add some stones or other items that you find. Make sure that you don’t pick up anything that you shouldn’t or might be a hazard. 

Now give your bottle a good shake….would you drink that water?

All water that we drink has to be filtered in order for it to be safe for us to drink. There are still many people around the world that have limited or no access to clean water, which of course is very bad for their health. 
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So, guess what your challenge is…..

How can you filter the water in order to make it as clean as you possibly can?

The larger items might be more obvious, but the really murky water with small bits in might be harder. If you are stuck for ideas you could do some research.

How clean did can you get your water? Please don’t taste it to test but you might want to take pictures of before, during and after to compare. 

It would be really great if you could write out a set of instructions so that other people could filter dirty water in the same way that you have.

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Sierra Leone’s ten year civil war destroyed thousands of schools, meaning children had to leam in buildings
that were falling down and dangerous. They didn't have drinking water or toilets.

In Kono District in eastem Sierra Leone, some primary schools were re-built by local communities who
wanted their children to be able to go to school. They were built from local materials such as mud, wood and
tin. These buildings did not provide a nice place to learn in, with hardly any tables, chairs or books. Like a lot
of schools in the country, they also did not have drinking water or toilets

Children at these schools had to drink dirty water from places like streams, which made them il. They would
also have to collect their water, which meant leaving the school grounds and missing out on class. Not being
able to drink clean water, wash their hands or go to the toilet at school meant that children often didn't tum up.
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ActionAid's ‘Access to Primary Education’ project in Sierra Leone is building better classrooms and schools
so that more children can go to school. Schools wil have:

- Six classrooms

- Private and clean toilets with drop holes

- Aprotected water well

- Tables and chairs

- School libraries, books, pens and materials

Each project also involves the local community and will train
- Teachers

- Water Pump caretakers

- School Management Committees

- Mothers’ clubs
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Part of the project was also to create 3 community roles called
Water Pump Caretakers.

Water Pump Caretakers would:

+ Monitor the water being used from the pump by the
community

+ Carry out minor repairs to the pump and well

+ Develop ‘bye — laws’, a set of rules the community would
agree to, to reduce and save the amount of water being
used
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At Kono District Education Committee School, six toilet
cubicles were buil, three for girls and three for boys. A new
water well was built too. This gave the teachers and children
access to clean water without leaving the school grounds.
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How would you feel if you went to a school that did not have any books to read, exercise books to
write in or pens to write with?

Do you think you would be able to concentrate in your classes if your school was makeshift
without any tables and chairs?

If you did not drink clean water at school, how could this effect you?

If you did not have a clean and priyate toilet, or somewhere to wash your hands, how would this
effect you at school?
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
