Maths tasks week beginning 6th July 2020
Task 1 -  What is double?
Game:  children could roll 1 dice each. If the dice land on the same number, the children have rolled a double. The first child to recognise this and shout ‘Double!’ wins a point. Children could be asked to find the total both dice make.

You could also play board games that need 2 dice and talk about doubles when they are rolled. 
Dominos is also a good game to play to look at doubles, what they are and try adding them together.

Task 2 different representations of double
